Guidelines for Submitting Your Paper to

Springer’s Studies in Computational Intelligence
Your paper may have been selected for publication in Springer’s Studies in Computational Science rather than in the IEEE proceedings.  If you wish to accept this offer, please complete the following by the given deadline.

Register for the appropriate conference as soon as possible. After you register, put the following four items in a .zip file titled <four letter conference acronym>Spr-<your paper #> (for example, seraSpr-44) and send it to acis@acisinternational.org: 

1. The completed copyright form (download from the website at http://www.acisinternational.org/springerSCI.htm by clicking on the appropriate four letter conference acronym).

2. Evidence of registration for the appropriate conference.

3. Your formatted manuscript in PDF format – please double and triple check for formatting, spelling, grammar, etc. The length limit is 16 pages with a charge of $60.00 USD for each additional page. Format your paper based on the guidelines posted on our website at http://www.acisinternational.org/springerSCI.htm. If you are unsure, please print out the sample paper and compare it to your own paper for formatting details.

4. The source file(s) for your manuscript in Word or TeX format.
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
